
How to Set Up MFA (Multi-factor Authentication) 
with SMS Texting for Students

To set up MFA with SMS Texting, you will need the following: 

 Computer – laptop or desktop 
 Mobile Device – this is the device you will use each time you authenticate your log in 

 

ON A COMPUTER 

 For best results, use an incognito browser window/private browser window 
 Open a browser and type in account.harding.edu in the address bar

 Open a new browser window and type in connect.harding.edu in the browser window 
 Sign in again with your Harding email address and password

 You will then be prompted to enter your phone 
number – enter your 10-digit mobile phone 
number, including area code, with no formatting

 You should receive a text message with a 6-

digit code on your mobile device

 You should now see a message that says your 

phone was registered successfully

 When you log into any Harding-related website – Pipeline, Gmail, Canvas, etc. – you will be asked to

 After entering your password, you will be asked to “verify” your identity 
 

 Click on “Text +X XXXXXXXXXXX”
